President’s Message

Liz Horning
I f you have anythin%,to add to the
schedule, please clohithgfyfolkshe Gallery
Director. Well, it's the best of times and the worst of times. Like the poor relations in a

Dickens' novel, the Mall has again asked us to move so that another, more prosper-
ous, party can take our place. This time the only choice we were offered was a much
larger space, 3794 sq. ft. ( good!!!) but with no windows, (bad!!!) a narrow doorway
that looks like it was designed not to be seen, (bad again!!!) and no carpeting or floor-
ing of any kind, just the cement with carpet glue all over it, (even worse!!!) The room is
much wider, but without much more in wall space, so to make use of it all, we would
either have to put up partitions or switch to selling tractors. The only way to justify all
the work and expense that would be required to make that space fit for our use, (and
to guarantee that we could not be evicted again as soon as another party with much
deeper pockets comes along), would be to sign a 5 year lease, (good!!!). But the price
tag on that, for that amount of square footage, turns out to be a whopping, breathtak-
ing $10,000 per month. (Totally out of the question!! Not gonna happen.)

So we rode that pony to the end of the trail, and it was a pretty good ride, but
now we have to look forward, not back. We are going to need to find another Gallery
space. The Board has decided that if we are going to do that, we might as well go for
something that would serve all of our needs. We have found a piece of property on
Hwy 92 that is in our price range, and is big enough to work as a Gallery and as studio
space too. We have put in an offer and come to an agreement with the seller on the
price, and it's a very good price for us. But it is not a done deal yet, because our final
acceptance will be contingent on the results of the inspection, and we know the build-
ing is going to need some work. But we are very optimistic the we could be up and
running again before too long.

But for now, if you are looking for another venue to sell your work, the HAA has
been invited again this year to take part in the West End Fair. And again, if you
choose to participate, you will not be required to fill out any applications or pay any
feddl 6r @dmmiBstbi$s. It is recommended however that you have a tent, or can share
with somebody who does. You can find more details on that
elsewhere in this Artyfacts.

Also, please take note: Because Easter falls on Sunday,
the 5th, Laureen McArdle's Featured Artist reception will be
held on April 12. Dine with the Artists will still be held on it's
regular day, 4pm on Saturday the 11th.
