Contracts:  
1) We used to have a five page 
contract---all meant to keep down the 
potential for misunderstanding---not 
always successful, but we tried.  

2) Got questions of the contract---
ask. Donôt agree with something? 
Ask to change it. What can they say, 
no? 

3) How long is the contract for?  

4) If itôs wall space we did a three 
month minimum required, paid in 
advance.  

5) Many galleries go month to 
month.  

Advertising yourself:  
1) Artist/gallery co-op ads: a per-
centage of the cost to artist              
a) AZ ART guide                            
b) Art show and reception for artist 
in newspapers or magazines 

2) Gallery pays 100% for ads: 
newspapers/magazines 

3) this is where the big boys play---
the $100K paintings! 

SALES:  
IF you have not sold anything 

within the first three months, call or e
-mail or visit (during the week) and 

ask the following: If no sales yet, has 
there been any interest in  my art?  
What are the comments.  Does the 
gallery want bigger/smaller pieces? 
Price cuts---just remember you can 
allow the gallery a little ñwiggle room 
for those customers who love your 
art but are ñwobblersò and a 10% 
discount might make the difference 
between walking out the door with 
your art or leaving it and not coming 
back. We required that our artists 
allowed us some discounting5-10% 
and sometimes it would be the sales 
tax 8.6% in Bisbee! Or weôd ship for 
free. The artist and gallery can split 
the cost of the shipping, or the artist 
can agree to allow the discount in the 
amount of the shipping to equal a 
10% discount. 

Sales can be seasonal or tim-
ing: some galleries like to keep fa-
vored artists for years/others will 
want to change our artists to try 
someone who works better. The 
whole point of a gallery is to sell 
YOUR art.   

IF there has been no interest in 
your art---try not to take it personally! 
Iôve known many very fine artists 
whose work Iôve adored, but they 
donôt sell at our gallery and weôve 
had to part company. Why? Iôm not 
sure if there is an answer to that, 
except to say that they are better off 
in another gallery---and sometimes 
itôs in the same town and down the 
street!! 

Commissions:  
1) For Profit Galleries: 40-50-60%  

2) Wall space fee pluse 25%, 
some are less   

3) Co-ops pay a fee to exhibit and 
then a smaller commission10-15-20-
25%.                                            
When do I get paid?                                 
1) As per contract                         
2) Or agreed.                                
3) IF late, call or e-mail and say 
nicely, ñDid the check get mailed? Or 
can I pick it up?ò                               
4) All galleries should state in writ-
ing when you can expect to receive 
your check. We paid on or about the 
15

th
 of each month following the sale. 

We stated that if you donôt get your 
check by the 28

th
 of that month, 

please call us. Over the years we 
were in business, we lost two checks 
in the mail.  

Sold something? Ask if you can bring 
in new art for approval. Most gallery 
owners will want the option of chos-
ing what they think will sell. And then 
some galleries will take all youôve 
got. But, always ask for permission 
and a good time to come with new 
art.

I worked out the value and color 
change to fit the lighting and found pho-
tos of chuck wagons to give me the detail 
I ndded.

Sparking the Creative Processé 
I think most of us have ideas for paintings 
floating around in our heads, but be-
cause weôre used to painting from a pho-
tograph or having the subject in front of 
us all the time, we donôt feel confident 
enough to pull off a painting from mem-
ory or ideas for a painting that we think 
will work. 
 
Doing small color studies can help work 
through those ideas and can even gener-
ate new ones. I generally work out an 
idea with thumbnail sketches in graphite, 
3x5 inches or whatever shape best fits 
the idea. After doing five to eight of 
these, I pick the best one and do small
