Edie grew up in Bergen County, New 
Jersey, where, as a teen, she spent 
every summer at her auntôs and un-
cleôs home in Old Greenwich CN right 
on (and mostly in) the Long Island 
Sound. 
She moved to Sierra Vista with her 
husband in November 1998. They had 
visited here many times over the years 
since 1971 as her sister lives here. 
When the time came to get out of the 
snow in Broomfield CO, the logical 
place was Sierra Vista. Edie left the 
banks and municipal offices well deco-

Presidentôs Message 
Rebecca Dahlke   

In todayôs market, galleries are still 
closing and the competition to get 
into those galleries that remain is 
tougher. So, why bother trying to get 
into a gallery now?  Exposure for 
one, and optimism for another!  
 
If youôre reading this, youôre a part of 
the growing community of artists 
here at HAA who already take les-
sons and/or display your art for sale 
in our organizations art gallery, and 
now after some shows and awards 
youôd like to know what it takes to 
approach a professional art gallery. 
The following is information Iôve 
gleaned from past experience as a 
gallery owner in Bisbee, as well as 
polling other gallery owners and 
friends whoôve owned galleries. If 
youôve been in galleries, your experi-
ences may be different from the rec-
ommendations Iôve listed, but even 
veteran artists may find the following 
information helpful---so read on:  
 
What every Professional Artist 
should have when they want to get 
into a gallery: Art  Resume, Website 
and Business card:  
 
Art Resume:  Even if you havenôt 
had a formal art education, you may 
have lots more to say about yourself 
than you think! This art resume, or 
biography, should be no more than 
one page with a header that includes 
your name, address, phone number, 
website and e-mail address. If you 
can, include a thumbnail image of 
your art work, and/or an image of 
you next to one of your pieces. Next, 
list your art affiliations: First and fore-
most, if you are presently, or have 
been, in art galleries, thatôs the first 
thing you should list; kind of a Catch 
22, ócause if youôre already in galler-
ies itôs easier to get into more galler-
ies.  
 
List your membership in art associa-
tions and art show awards---keep 
them current for the last five or so 
years. This shows that youôre serious 
about promoting your work. If your 
membership with HAA is it so far, list 

that, and any shows and awards 
youôve received at these shows.  
 
List anything youôve done to promote 
your art or anything youôve done to 
share art with the communityð
teaching art to adults and/or chil-
dren? List it. 
 
LEAVE OUT: the fact that youôve 
been painting since you were ten, 
your cats, dogs, children, and how 
many times youôve moved. 
 
Website:  This can be simple or com-
plicated, but websites are now easier 
than ever. That said, a professional 
looking website thatôs easy to navi-
gate will get you noticed. All artists 
should have them. Keep it current 
with new images and art awards and 
shows youôre entering this year. Do 
you have a customer e-mail list? Be 
sure to send them notification of up-
coming shows and awards and re-
mind them to look at these new 
pieces on your website.  
 
FACEBOOK: Easy, peasy---really! 
Connect with friends and family and 
people whoôve either purchased your 
art or have admired it. Put up an im-
age and description of each new 
piece when completed and remind 
everyone that they can see more on 
your website.   
 
Business Cards : Again simple or 
complicated. I recommend one with 
an image of your art on one side and 
the contact information on the other. 
As for information, put your name, e-
mail, website address and phone 
number on it. Mailing address is op-
tional and up to you.

Discussing Color Schemes  
 
Part 1ðThe trouble with paint-

ing from color photographs is the 
color in the photographs. Itôs usu-
ally not very good even though with 
digital technology itôs certainly bet-
ter, but not as good as seeing the 
real thing. A good way of dealing 
with photographic color is to work in 
color schemes. Picking a scheme 
that best represents the mood or 
lighting in your reference. For in-
stance, an óanalogous color 
schemeô works well for a sunset. 

An analogous scheme is using 3 to 5 
colors on the color wheel that are 
next to each other. So an orange, 
red-orange, red, red-violet and violet 
would work well in giving you the 
close color range that you have in a 
sunset. A yellow-green, green, blue-
green, and blue palette creates a 
very peaceful and high key painting.
