an, currently living in Tucson, Dr. Lerner presented a program of Spanish themed 
music and the HAA was invited to present a display of Spanish themed artworks to 
complement the music. John Marvin, coordinating with the Symphony, and assisted 
by Phil Micheau, assembled and hung the display.  Other artists represented were: 
Sue Olivo (pictured alongside Phil with their artworks), Marcela Lubian, Maggie Press-
er, Yvonne Navarro, Edie Manion, Gail Fisher, Lois Bravo, and Bill Willis. The program 
was very well attended and decidedly well received, and the art display drew the at-
tention of a great many of the attendees. We look forward to more such collabora-
tions with the Symphony in the future.

President’s Message 

Hi ho, Artyfolks, 

Well, it's November already! The good news is that we are just now beginning to get 
bids on our building remodel, and if we go ahead with the plans as drawn, we will have 
everything on our wish list except for the private jet and the crystal chandeliers. Just 
kidding. Nobody really wanted the chandeliers. But we will have a new roof with 5 so-
lar tubes, new lighting with  9' ceilings throughout, two new air conditioning/heating 
units, new flooring, two ADA compliant bathrooms (both of them indoors and with hot 
water), ADA ramps, a kitchen space, fire code compliant exits, and a variety of other 
repairs and upgrades. The bad news is that this all comes with a jaw-dropping price. 
Nothing that will be a problem over time, but we are, without a doubt, poised to enter 
what will probably be the HAA's most expensive year in history, and that's likely to 
make for a bit of a short term cash flow problem. Short term, because once we get 
over this remodeling hump, we will be in very good shape, with lots more space, all the 
new stuff, and monthly payments only a few dollars more that what we've been paying 
for years at Astro St. And in less than ten years we will be mortgage free. For almost 
as long as the HAA has existed, Art in the Park has been our only major fund raiser, 
and it has been mostly the savings from that event that have been paying our bills and 
have made this building purchase possible, providing us with the funds to make a sub-
stantial down payment with enough left over to pay for most of the remodeling costs. 
So we are exceedingly grateful to all of the Art in the Park volunteers for all that they 
do. Normally, this one event brings in enough revenue to cover our expenses for the 
whole year, plus some. But with all this year's additional expense, we know we'll need 
more. So we are looking for other ways to supplement our income in order to minimize 
the amount that will have to be borrowed. 

      I suspect by now, you all know where I am going with this. We need to shake the 
money tree. Mostly thanks to the efforts of the Art in the Park volunteers, the great 
majority of our members have never been required to contribute any more towards our 
overhead than the unbelievably low, low membership dues of $35 per year. That 
comes to less than $3 a month for a single person, and for a family of 2, it comes to $2 
per person per month. Not even one cup of coffee. For Lifetime members, the dues 
are zero. It's been suggested that we could help cover our costs by increasing the 
dues, but most of us would prefer not to do that. For one thing, this dramatic spike in 
costs is only temporary. And we are well aware that HAA membership means very 
different things to different people. Some join just to stay up to date on what we're do-
ing, while others may join just to get a discount at AitP. That's all good, and we don't 
want to lose any of those people. For the many others of you who, either now or in the 
past, have been more active participants in HAA activities, we think the $35 member-
ship fee is a great bargain, and we'd like to keep it that way, although even in the most 
normal years, it does not begin to cover all of the costs of keeping this organization 
afloat. But rather than to raise the dues, I'd like to ask those of you who really do ap-
preciate the value of what the HAA has added to your lives and/or to our community, 
to send us your tax deductible donations so as to to help us get over this hump. To 
kick start this, our first, and I hope only, fund drive, we have on hand a challenge grant 
of $3500.00 with which to match your donations. (Do I sound like PBS yet?) This 
means that, if you are willing to kick in a extra $50, your donation will be worth $100 to 
the HAA. $500 will be worth $1000 etc., until the challenge grant runs out. Then, if 
anybody would like to fund another challenge grant, we'd really love to see that too. 
The more we can raise through donations, the less we'll need to borrow. The time is 
fast approaching for the annual membership renewal, and it would be oh-so-sweet if 
some of you would tuck an extra little check in the envelope along with your dues, with 
the second one designated for our building fund. If you do it before the end of the year, 
we can send you a receipt for your donation so that you will be able to deduct it from 
this year's taxes. If everyone kicks in just a little bit extra this year we will have enough 
to glide over the hump with no bruised buns. 

            But enough of the begging and the groveling. Now, on a totally different topic, 
the Sierra Vista Arts and Humanities Commission has just begun planning for the Sec-
ond Annual Youth Arts Festival. Last year's event was a great success, due in large 
part to the enthusiastic participation of many
