For an artist, it 
gives extra joy to see the colors of nature. The eagle also 
checked us out as we stood in the open air railroad car. We 

were told his, (or her) wing span is six feet. There he was float-
ing high above us, probably wondering why we were invading his lit­tle piece of the world.  

What a wonderful world this is, and what an honor to behold her beauty. I can only endeavor to capture the colors, 
silence, and wonder of this place.
